Return to me with all your heart, says the Lord, 
For I am gracious and merciful 

 

In today’s Gospel we are remind‐
ed  forcefully  of  the  readiness  of 
God  to  forgive  sin,  bind  up  bro‐
ken  lives  and  restore  people  to 
his  friendship.  The  church  wants 
us  to  focus  our  aƩenƟon  on  the 
plight  of  the  sinful  woman  be‐

cause before God all of us  stand silent  in our  sinful‐
ness. The good news  is that what Jesus does for her 
he is willing to do for us. Her story of sin commiƩed 
and sin forgiven is not an isolated event but an exam‐
ple  of  the  inexhausƟble  mercy  and  compassion 
shown by Jesus to sinners. When we express sorrow 
for our sins Christ also says:  ‘Neither will  I  condemn 
you. Go and sin no more.’ Lent is an invitaƟon to take 
a close look at our lives, acknowledge our weakness‐
es and start anew in the friendship of God.
