One thing I seek: to dwell in the house of the Lord  
all the days of my life. 

While many of  us  have not  got  a  keen  aware‐
ness  of  our  own  sins,  we  find  no  difficulty  in 
poinƟng  out  the  faults  of  others.  Personal 
shortcomings are difficult to admit but a neigh‐
bor’s failings are always a topic of conversaƟon. 
The  temptaƟon  to  join  Simon  in  the  chorus of 
wagging  tongues  about  such  a  woman  faces 
everybody. We may well pride ourselves on our 
own  goodness  and  yet  be  quick  to  condemn 

and pass  judgment  on  those who  are  not  up  to  the mark.  Be‐
cause Simon dismissed her as a sinner, he hadn’t a kind word or 
shred  of  sympathy  for  how  she  felt.  Jesus,  in  his  approach  to 
her,  was  gentle  and  loving  because  he  saw  her  as  the  person 
that she could become – a far cry from our way of thinking. Con‐
trary  to  expectaƟons,  he  did  not  show  his  disapproval  of  her 
lifestyle because he had not come to judge 
sinners  but  to  show  them mercy  and  for‐
giveness.

St. Anthony was born in Lisbon, Portu-
gal.  His original name was Ferdinand.  He entered 
the seminary as a teenager.  He was ordained a 
priest with the Augustinians.  He later travelled to Ita-
ly, met St. Francis of Assisi and became a Franciscan 
friar.  He was an accomplished biblical scholar.  A 
great preacher and advocate of the poor.  St. Anthony 
died in Padua, Italy.  He was only 36 years old.
