It’s  already  on  our  shoulders  in 
parenthood, unemployment,  in  the  loss of  life’s partner,  in  the 
death of a child and in the pain of a family member.  All we need 
to  do  is  to  carry  it willingly  by  offering  up  our  daily  sufferings 
with those of Christ.  One of the paradoxes of the gospel is that 
life comes from death.
