Arriva e il suo semplice 
apparire  meƩerà  ordine  nella  reggia,  dividendo  i  servi  in     
capaci e  incapaci,  fedeli e non fedeli, capaci di aƩesa e amici 
del Nemico. Per  i primi, poi,  il  gesto  inaƩeso:  "si  stringerà  le 
vesƟ  ai  fianchi,  li  farà meƩere  a  tavola  e  passerà  a  servirli".
