There  is 
no escape route  in try‐
ing  to  play  the  role  of 
an  anonymous  Chris‐
Ɵan.  If  we  accept 
Christ’s  teaching,  we 
will  be  opposed  and 
ridiculed by  those who 
reject  it.  What  is  at 
stake is the uncompro‐
mising  nature  of  the 

gospel message, which  is  the  light exposing  the darkness 
of  a  crooked world.  Somewhere  along  the  line we must 
make the choice of whether we are going to be followers 
of Christ or not. It’s a serious decision and not to be taken 
lightly. Few of us like to be unpopular or stand up and be 
counted, even when principles are at stake and our voice 
needs to be heard. We are part of the silent majority lack‐
ing the moral courage to speak out. The gospel  is  forcing 
us to face the fact that if we are to be followers of Christ, 
conflict  and  tension  are  unavoidable.  Jesus  never  prom‐
ised  that  the  journey would be without  its  crosses.  They 
are the inevitable part of being a ChrisƟan.
