COMMUNITY EVENTS:  
 
HAITI RELIEF:  Cyclone Matthew formed last Septem-
ber 29 in the Atlantic Ocean and quickly grew into a hur-
ricane.  October 3 & 4 it hit the southern coasts of Haiti.  
The information collected since then is beginning to 
highlight the intensity of the damage:  at least 840 dead, 
25% of Haiti was hit by the hurricane, involving between 
3 & 5 million people, more than 21,000 people have 
been evacuated and 350,000 are in need of assistance, 
more that 29,000 homes were destroyed just in the 
south, some 80% of the buildings in Jérémie, capital of 
the southern department of Grand’Anse with about 
30,000 inhabitants have been razed to the ground.
