I hope in the Lord, I trust in his word. 

How do we find God in the storms and strug-
gles of our lives, in the trials we encounter in 
trying to do His will? In the Gospel, Jesus 
makes the disciples set out across the waters 
to meet Him. The disciples are too terrified to 
look on the face of God. Today's Gospel is a 
revelation of Jesus' divine identity. Only God 
treads across the crest of the sea and rules 
the raging waters. And the words of assur-
ance that Jesus speaks—"It is I"—are those 
God used to identify himself to Moses. Even 

Peter is too overcome by fear to imitate his Lord. His fears, Je-
sus tells him, are a sign of his lack of faith. And so it often is with 
us. Our fears make us doubt, make it hard to see His glory dwell-
ing in our midst. By faith we should know, as Paul asserts in to-
day's Epistle, that we are heirs to the promises made to His chil-
dren, Israel. We must trust that He whispers to us in the trials of 
our lives—that He who has called us to walk along the way of His 
steps, will save us whenever we begin to sink.
