The Twentieth Sunday in Ordinary Time     Aug. 20, 2017 
 

With the Lord there is mercy, and fullness of redempƟon. 

The Canaanite woman in today’s Gospel 
calling to Jesus as Lord and Son of Da-
vid, this foreigner shows her great faith in 
God’s covenant with Israel. Jesus tests 
her faith three times. He refuses to an-
swer her cry. Then, He tells her His mis-
sion is only to Israelites. Finally, he uses 
“dog,” an epithet used to disparage non-
Israelites. Yet she persists, believing that 
He alone offers salvation. In Jesus, God 
makes known among all the nations His 
way and His salvation. Jesus came first 
to restore the kingdom to Israel. But His 

ultimate mission was the reconciliation of the world, as Paul de-
clares in today’s Epistle. In the Mass we join all peoples in doing 
Him homage. As Isaiah foretold, we come to His holy mountain, 
the heavenly Jerusalem, to offer sacrifice at His altar. With the 
Canaanite, we take our place at the Master’s table, to be fed as 
His children.
