Lent is a penitential season.  That means it is an 
opportunity to examine your life, give your strug-
gles to God, and invite him to help you become the 
best version of yourself.  During Lent, there is a 
strong focus on prayer, fasting and almsgiving.  All 
these spiritual exercises help prepare us for the 
celebration of the passion, death and resurrection 
of Jesus.   
 
STATIONS OF THE CROSS: During Lent, parish-
ioners are invited to meditate on the Stations of the 
Cross every Friday following the 7:00pm Mass.  
This will be bilingual.

LIFT UP YOUR HEARTS:  The opening greeting 
dates at least to the fourth century.  “Lift up your 
hearts” and “We lift them up to the Lord” are found 
in the writings of Cyprian in the fourth century.  The 
third part of the dialogue could date to first-century 

Jewish and pagan practice, adopted for 
use in Christian worship.  The whole dia-
logue also appears in the late fourth cen-
tury Apostolic Constitutions.  Through it 
the priest and the people prepare them-
selves for the Eucharistic Prayer, ending 
with the affirmation that giving thanks to 

God is the right thing to do.
