SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT - C                                                                       March 17, 2019 

From the bright cloud the Father’s voice is heard: This is my Son, the Beloved; listen to him. 

In the Gospel the Father speaks to the three apostles, Peter, James and John and says, “This is my chosen 
Son, listen to him.” (Luke 9:35) That is what Lent is about, listening to Jesus. Are we giving God sufficient 
time to speak to us? Is the Lord asking something of us this Lent? If so let us follow the Father’s advice, 
“This is my chosen Son, listen to him.”  It took the apostles a long time to get to know Jesus and the longer 
they were with Jesus the better they got to know him. It is the same for us. We also gradually grow in our 
love for and knowledge of Jesus and we also grow in understanding what Jesus is asking of us. 
“Father,  open our hearts to the voice of your Word and free us from the original darkness that shadows our 
vision. Take us on the mountain, restore our sight that we may look upon your Son who calls us to see your
