John said: One more powerful than I is coming;  
he will bapƟze you with the Holy Spirit and fire. 

 

Today’s  feast  reminds  us  of  our 
own  bapƟsm  and  presents  us 
with an opportunity  to  reflect on 
the implicaƟons of leading the life 
of a ChrisƟan. It’s a Ɵme of special 
importance  because  it marks  our 
spiritual  birth  –  the  beginning  of 
the Lord reaching down, touching 
our  lives,  claiming us  for his own 

and adopƟng us as his children. Our parents and godpar-
ents were  speaking  on  our  behalf when  they  introduced 
us into God’s family as infants – but as adults we have to 
raƟfy,  act  out  and personalize  that  deeply  religious  deci-
sion.  Through  bapƟsm  Jesus  introduces  himself  into  our 
lives with the message that we are free from the debt of 
original sin and that we are restored and reconciled with 
God whose  love  is  for us. We are now part of  his  family 
and can call God our Father. As followers of Christ will lead 
a  worthy  life  and make  the  world  a  beƩer  place  for  his 
presence. Only when we are doing God’s will we are be-
having as beloved sons in whom the Father is pleased.
