That is the ex-
traordinary claim made in 
both the First Reading and 
Gospel this Sunday. Yet 
how is it possible that we 
can be perfect as our Father 
in heaven is perfect? Jesus 
explains that we must be 
imitators of God as his be-

loved children. As God does, we must love without lim-
it—with a love that does not distinguish between friend 
and foe, overcoming evil with good. In God’s kingdom 
upon earth, love is a powerful decision to push forward 
the cause of goodness and beauty without letting oneself 
be infected with the poison of whatever evil or hatred 
may be encountered. This decision draws its strength 
from the prayerful remembrance of God, who always 
loves the sinner even while despising the sin. The ideal 
is that we would share in the huge, generous and undis-
criminating love that the Father has for all the children of 
his creation. Sunrise and raindrops come the same for 
all.
