Spirit coming like dewfall is taken from the 7th-8th 
century Gothic Missal, where it appears in a Eu-
charistic Prayer for the Paschal Vigil. God promises 

to be like dew for the sake of Isreal, bring-
ing forth new life.  Dew is a symbol of God’s 
blessing descending.  A prophecy from Isai-
ah inspired an Advent hymn, “Drop down 
dew,” linking the image of dewfall to the 

coming of  Christ.
