THE ASCENSION OF THE LORD                                       June 2, 2019 

Go, make disciples of all naƟons; I am with you always, to the end of the age. 
 

The ascension, which marks the final departure of Christ from his friends on earth, celebrates our hope. 
It proclaims that Jesus, who spent his life in Jerusalem and the surrounding countryside, achieved the 
work he was sent to do and is now in heaven in the company of God the Father, beyond the bounda-
ries of death and decay. What the feast does is to give us a glimpse of the destiny that awaits us. 
Where Christ has gone we hope to follow, once our earthly journey is over. The Ascension assures us 
that the longing for happiness and fullness of life which is deeply imprinted within every person can ulti-
mately be realized. The final words of Jesus to the apostles were brief and to the point. ‘I am with you 
always. Go make disciples of all nations.’

At Mass we pray for the living & the dead.  
The prayer continues with a memorial of the death and 

Resurrection of Christ, in which the people 
offer the Bread of Life and the Chalice of sal-
vation. They pray for the Church, both the 
dead and the living.  Here the words “ we of-
fer you” signify the offering of the sacrifice to 
the Father.  The words “bread” and “chalice” 
that appear in the Apostolic Tradition are am-
plified with scriptural modifiers (“of life” and 

“of salvation”) to express that the sacrifice is that which 
Jesus offered at the Last Supper.
