The blind man in today's gospel stands for all humanity. "Born totally in sin" he is made a new creation by 
the saving power of Christ. As God fashioned the first man from the clay of the earth, Jesus gives the blind 
man new life by anointing his eyes with clay. As God breathed the spirit of life into the first man, the blind 
man is not healed until he washes in the waters of Siloam, a name that means "Sent." In the sacrament of 
Baptism Jesus has refreshed our souls. He has anointed our heads with the oil of Confirmation and spread 
the Eucharistic table before us. With the once-blind man, we enter His house to give God the praise, to re-
new and profess our faith: "I do believe, Lord." The Lord looks into our hearts He wants to find us pleasing 
to the Father as "children of light".
