I am the resurrection and the life, says the Lord: whoever believes in me will not die forever. 
 

Like the blind man in last week's readings, Lazarus represents all humanity. He stands for "dead man"—
for all those Jesus loves and wants to liberate from the bands of sin and death. Like the man's birth in 
blindness, Lazarus' death is used by Jesus to reveal "the glory of God". Jesus' words and deeds give life 
to those who believe. If we believe, we will see that He calls us out of death and into new life. By His Res-
urrection Jesus has fulfilled Ezekiel's promise in today's First Reading. He has opened the graves that we 
may rise, put His Spirit in us that we may live. This is the Spirit that Paul writes of in today's Epistle. The 
same Spirit that raised Jesus from the dead will give life to us. Faith is the key. If we believe as Martha 
does in today's Gospel—that Jesus is the resurrection and the life—even if we die, we will live.

Questo atteggiamento di 
fede ci invita anche noi a riflettere: quale e' il mio atteggiamento di fronte alla morte e a Dio che mi da' vita?
