We see that new covenant and that new creation
begin in today’s Gospel. Jesus is portrayed as the
new Adam—the beloved son of God, living in har-
mony with the wild beasts, being served by angels.

But while
Adam fell, giving reign to sin and death, Jesus is
victorious.
