Welcome to Holy Week. Today we received a palm branch - little cross in memory of Jesus' trium-
phal entry into Jerusalem. Then, in terrible contrast, we heard about the betrayal of Jesus, his hu-
miliation by public scourging and then the cross. Those standing near the cross listened to these
words, "My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?" How could Jesus - who is God - feel aban-
doned by God? Jesus took upon himself our sins, and he experienced the worst consequence of
sin: separation from God. When we feel desolate, left, defeated - when we wonder where God is -
that is the moment to come to Jesus, come to the cross. Jesus' loud cry is a shout of victory, a loud
cry of Jesus' Resurrection.

No-
tice how many times He
is called “king” in today’s
Gospel—mostly in scorn and mockery.

He is the Suffering Servant foretold by Isaiah
in today’s First Reading. His hands and feet
are pierced; as His enemies gamble for His
clothes, wagging their heads, mocking His
faith in God'’s love, His faith that God will de-
liver Him. In the dark noon of Calvary, the
veil in Jerusalem’s temple was torn. It was a
sign that by His death, Jesus destroyed for-
ever the barrier separating us from the pres-
ence of God.

He was God and yet humbled Himself to
come among us, we're reminded in today’s
Epistle. And despite our repeated failures,
our frailty, Jesus still humbles Himself to
come to us, offering us His body and blood
in the Eucharist. His enemies never under-
stood: His kingship isn’t of this world. He
wants to write His law, His rule of life on our
hearts and minds.

As we enter Holy Week, let us once more
resolve to give Him dominion in our lives.
Let us take up the cross He gives to us—
and confess with all our hearts, minds, and
strength that truly this is the Son of God. -
