The result 
of Jesus had been limited in time, restricted to the pace of his disciples and confined to a very 
small territory. Jerusalem, the center of the Jewish world, is Luke’s image for this determined 
mission. The mission of the Church, however, would engage many feet, many hands and many 
mouths. It would spread out from Jerusalem far and wide. ‘You will be my witnesses.’

Understanding 
the Scriptures 

Jesus, in today’s Gos-

pel, teaches His apos-

tles how to interpret the 

Scriptures. 

He tells them that all 

the Scriptures of what we now call the Old Testament 

refer to Him. He says that all the promises found in the 

Old Testament have been fulfilled in His Passion, death, 

and Resurrection. And He tells them that these Scrip-

tures foretell the mission of the Church—to preach for-

giveness of sins to all the nations, beginning at Jerusa-

lem. 

God has brought to fulfillment what He announced be-

forehand in all the prophets Peter preaches. His sermon 

is shot through with Old Testament images. He evokes 

Moses and the Exodus, in which God revealed himself 

as the ancestral God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. He 

identifies Jesus as Isaiah’s suffering servant who has 

been glorified. 

The Scriptures are interpreted to serve and advance the 

Church’s mission—to reveal the truth about Jesus, bring 

people to repentance, the wiping away sins, and the per-

fection of their love for God. 

This is how we, too, should hear the Scriptures. Not to 

know more “about” Jesus, but to truly know Him person-

ally and to know His plan for our lives. 

In the Scriptures, the light of His face shines upon us as 

we sing in today’s Psalm. We know the wonders He has 

done throughout history. And we have the confidence to 

call to Him and to know that He hears and answers. -
