The Shepherd's Voice
Jesus is the shepherd-prince, the new David—who frees peo-
ple from bondage to sin and gathers them into one flock, the
Church, under a new covenant, made in His blood. His com-
munity includes other sheep, and He says, far more than the
dispersed children of Israel. And He gave His Church the mis-

Peter tells Israel's leaders that the Psalm we sing today is a
prophecy of their rejection and crucifixion of Christ.

In laying down His life and taking it up again, Jesus made it
possible for us to know God as He did—as sons and daughters
of the Father who loves us. As we hear in today's Epistle, He
calls us His children, as He called Israel His son when He led

them out of Egypt and made His covenant with them.

Today, let us listen for His voice as He speaks to us in the
Scriptures and vow again to be more faithful followers. And
let us give thanks for the blessings He bestows from His altar.
