"I will not leave you orphaned; I am coming to you." Jesus is not here to be touched with the hand or seen 
with the eyes. Only through the symbols of our sacramental celebrations, if we celebrate them in faith, can 
we in a sense make bodily contact with him because, in the sacraments, he comes to us through a touch 
of water and oil, through the smell of chrism, through a taste of bread and wine, which has become his 
body and blood. We can still hear him in faith as he speaks to us when the scriptures are read in the 
church. He often makes himself know in the depth of our hearts when we pray, and he is still with us. We 
must believe in that presence also shared in the sacraments. "You will receive power when the Holy Spirit 
has come upon you, and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, in all Judea and Samaria, and to the 

ends of the earth."

Ascension of the Lord 
Ascension is the preliminary 
feast that directs the Church’s 
attention forward to Pentecost. 
On that day, salvation will be 
complete, for salvation is not 
simply expiation for sins (that 
would be wonder enough), but it 
is something even greater than 
that. Expiation is itself a neces-
sary precondition of our adop-
tion as God’s children. To live 
that divine life, we must receive 

the Holy Spirit. To obtain the Holy Spirit, we must be 
purified through baptism. In the early Church, as to-
day, Easter was the normal time for the baptism of 
adult converts. The sacrament was often called 
“illumination” or “enlightenment”  because of the 
light that came with God’s saving grace. So Ascen-
sion leads to Pentecost: “May the eyes of your 
hearts be enlightened,” St. Paul writes, as he looks 
to the divinization of the believers. Their “hope” is 
“his inheritance among the holy ones,” the saints 
who have been adopted into God’s family and now 
rule with him at the Father’s right hand. This is the 
“good news” the Apostles are commissioned to 
spread—to the whole world, to all nations, begin-
ning from Jerusalem—at the first Ascension. It’s the 
good news we must proclaim today.
