Family of Love 

The family of God is a family who 
has revealed himself as a Trinity 
of love. We share in His divine 
nature through His Body and 
Blood. This is also the meaning 
of the three feasts that cap the 
Easter season— Pentecost, Trin-

ity Sunday, and Corpus Christi. These feasts should be inti-
mate reminders of how deeply God loves us, how He chose 
us, from before the foundation of the world, to be His children. 
Today’s celebration illuminates how all God’s words and works 
were meant to prepare for the revelation of the Trinity and 
God’s blessing in Jesus Christ. The heavens and earth were 
filled with His kindness; we sing in today’s Psalm. Out of love, 
God called Abraham and chose his descendants to be His 
people, Moses says in today’s First Reading. Through the Is-
raelites, He revealed to the nations that He alone is Lord and 
no other. 

In Jesus, God’s word took flesh as a son of Abraham. And 
Jesus reveals in the Gospel today that God is Father, Son, 
and Spirit, and that He desires to make all people His own. As 
He led Israel out of Egypt, God freed us from slavery, as Paul 
says in today’s Epistle. Jesus gives us the Spirit by which we 
can know God as “Our Father.” - Scott Hahn 
 
MESSAGE FROM BISHOP COLLI: 
The Ontario Government has changed its strategy 
with regards to the Covid-19 pandemic and has 
moved from colour-coded zones to a series of 
Steps.  Step One which begins on June 14th and 
will last for 3 weeks, limits all gatherings in churches 
to 10 people.  I am sorry, but this is not a feasible 
number for opening our churches at this time.  We 
were hoping for a colour zone which would allow for 
greater capacity.  Step Two will allow for our 
churches to open with 15% capacity.  We must wait 
to see if the government will make any adjustments 
to these norms.  I ask that you continue to keep 
your family safe, that you get vaccinated, and that 
you continue to pray in your homes by watching 
your Mass live-streamed or on social media.  As we 
have been told so many times, “we are in this to-
gether” so let us work together patiently, step by 
step.
