In the Storm 

“Do you not yet have 
faith?” Notice that to-
day’s Psalm almost 
provides an outline for 
the Gospel. We sing 
of sailors caught in a 
storm; in their desper-
ation, they call to the 

Lord, and He rescues them. Mark’s Gospel also 
intends us to hear a strong echo of the story of 
the prophet Jonah. He, too, was found asleep on 
a boat when a life-threatening storm broke out 
that caused his fellow travellers to pray for deliv-
erance and then to marvel when the storm abat-
ed. But Jesus is something greater than Jonah. 
Mark wants us to come to see what the Apostles 
saw—that God alone has the power to rebuke the 
wind and the sea.  

If even the wind and sea obey Him, shouldn’t we 
trust Him in the chaos and storms of our own 
lives? 

As with the Apostles, the Lord has asked each of 
us to cross to the other side, to leave behind our 
old ways to travel with Him in the little ship of the 
Church. In their fear, the disciples call Him 
“Teacher.” And it is only faith in His teaching that 
can save us from perishing. - Scott Hahn
