Show us your steadfast love, O Lord, and grant us your salvation. 

Mark’s Gospel tells us that Jesus sent out the Twelve. Mark notes that these twelve are 
also called “apostles.” The word apostle means “one who is sent.” The number twelve is 
also symbolic, representing the twelve tribes of Israel. By naming twelve apostles, Je-
sus shows his mission to be in continuity with the mission of God’s people, Israel. Je-
sus’ instructions to the apostles are very specific. He repeats the task they are sent to 
preach and share his authority to heal and drive out demons. Jesus continues to send 
us into the world as his disciples. But like the first disciples, we are not sent alone. The 
Spirit will guide us.

Mission 

Commissioning the Apostles, he 

gives them and us a preview of 

His Church’s mission after the 

Resurrection. His instructions to 

the Twelve echo those of God to 

the twelve tribes of Israel on the 

eve of their exodus from Egypt. Likewise, the Israelites were sent 

out with no bread and only one set of clothes, wearing sandals 

and carrying a staff. Like the Israelites, the Apostles are to rely 

solely on the providence of God and His grace. 

Perhaps, we may also see the Apostles’ mission, the Church's 

mission, as that of leading a new exodus—delivering people from 

their exile from God and bringing them to the promised land, the 

kingdom of heaven. The Church is called not necessarily to be 

successful but only to be faithful to God’s command. With authori-

ty and power given to her by Jesus, the Church proclaims God’s 

peace and salvation to those who believe in Him. 

This word of truth, this Gospel of salvation, is addressed to each 

of us, personally, as Paul proclaims in today’s Epistle. In the mys-

tery of God’s will, we have been chosen from before the founda-

tion of the world—to be His sons and daughters, to live for the 

praise of His glory. Then, give thanks for the Church today, and 

for the spiritual blessings, He has bestowed upon us. - Scott Hahn

Friends, Next Sunday we will be in Step 2 of the 
province’s opening stages.
