I will walk before the Lord, in the land of the living. 

In the presentation of the life and ministry of Jesus found in the Gospel of Mark, the deeds of Je-
sus have shown Jesus to be the Son of God. Yet many, including Jesus’ disciples, have not yet 
realized his identity. In today’s Gospel, Jesus asks the disciples for a field report by asking what 
others say about him. He then turns the question directly to the disciples and asks what they be-
lieve. Peter speaks for all of them when he announces that they believe Jesus to be the Christ. 
Christ is the Greek translation of the Hebrew word for Messiah, which means “the anointed one.” 
At the time of Jesus, the image of the Messiah was laden with popular expectations.

 Ministry of Jesus 

God speaks to us in many ways, 
including through the Sunday 
Scripture readings. The Sunday 
Connection provides useful back-
ground and activities to better un-
derstand the upcoming Sunday's 
Scripture readings, helping you 
connect the Scripture to daily life in 
a meaningful way.  
Peter had expectations about what 

it meant to call Jesus the Messiah, the Christ. Jesus was 
indeed the Messiah, but his life and death would show a 
different understanding of what it means to be the Messiah. 
We, too, have expectations of God and our ideas about 
what we think God should be doing in our world. Like Peter, 
however, we may risk limiting our image of God by thinking 
only in human ways. God's plan is always more than we 
can ever imagine. As you gather as a family, talk about 
what we expect God to do in our world and family life. Then 
read today's Gospel, Mark 8:31-35. Why do you think Peter 
was so upset by what Jesus was saying? Notice how Jesus 
reprimands Peter. Do we sometimes forget to let God be 
God for us? That is, do we sometimes get discouraged be-
cause God doesn't act in our world in the ways that we ex-
pect? Pray together that we will remember that God is al-
ways working for the world's salvation in ways that are be-
yond our imagination. Conclude by praying together today's 
psalm, Psalm 116. - LoyolaPress. 
 

MESSAGE FROM BISHOP COLLI:  Step 3 of Reopening 
of Churches: On Friday, July 16th, we entered Step 3 of 
the province’s reopening plan. This plan allows for full ca-
pacity of our churches, according to what proper social dis-
tancing will allow. Most probably still marking off every sec-
ond pew at this time. The other safety protocols are still in 
place however. Masks must be worn; social distancing in 
and outside of church; sanitizing of hands at the doors; no 
congregational singing, but cantors and musicians are al-
lowed; no shaking of hands, and Holy Communion only in 
the hand. No children’s liturgies at this time and limited 
washroom access. No collections or processions. Funerals 
and weddings and baptisms may all be celebrated in the 
church with the above limits and protocols. We are awaiting 
some updates from the Ontario Bishops which will give us 
more details about this third step and reopening. We hope 
to see a lessening of these protocols as the summer contin-
ues. If you have any questions, please do not hesitate to 
contact the Pastoral Centre for clarification.
