 Seeing the Son  
of David 
The blind man, BarƟmaeus,  is  the first 
person  outside  of  the Apostles  to  rec-
ognize  Jesus  as  the  Messiah.  And  his 
healing  is  the  last  miracle  Jesus  per-
forms before entering the holy city of Jerusalem for His last week on 
earth. Jesus, as BarƟmaeus proclaims, is the long-awaited Son prom-
ised  to David. Upon His  triumphal arrival  in  Jerusalem, all will  see 
that the everlasƟng kingdom of David has come. BarƟmaeus is a sign 
for us. How oŌen Christ passes us by—in the person of the poor, in 
the  distressing  guise  of  a  troublesome  family member  or  burden-
some  associate,  and  yet we  don’t  see Him.  Christ  sƟll  calls  to  us 
through His Church,  as  Jesus  sent His Apostles  to  call BarƟmaeus. 
Yet how oŌen are we found to be  listening  instead to the voices of 
the crowd, not hearing the words of His Church. Today Christ  asks 
us what He asks BarƟmaeus: “What do you want me to do for you?”  
 

DEVELOPMENT AND PEACE’s: annual People and Plan-
et First campaign is inspired by the words of Pope Francis, 
who says that “a true ecological approach always becomes 
a social approach; it must integrate questions of justice in 
debates on the environment, so as to hear both the cry of 
the earth and the cry of the poor” (Laudato Si’, 49).  These 
cries are too often silenced by powerful companies that 
plunder resources in countries of the Global South, without 
regard for people’s fundamental human and environmental 
rights.  Many such companies are Canadian.  Act to end 
their impunity now!  Sign the petition asking the federal gov-
ernment to enact laws that will compel Canadian compa-
nies to conduct due diligence across their overseas opera-
tions & that will give the victims of their abuses access to 
justice in Canadian courts.
