The Law of Love 
The  unity  of God—the  truth  that 
He  is  one  God,  Father,  Son,  and 
Spirit—means  that we must  love 
Him  with  one  love,  a  love  that 
serves Him with all our hearts and 
minds,  souls  and  strength.  We 
love Him because He has loved us 
first.  We  love  our  neighbor  be-
cause we  can’t  love  the  God we 
haven’t seen unless we  love  those made  in His  image and  likeness 
whom we have seen. There is no greater love than to lay down your 
life. This is perhaps why Jesus tells the scribe in today’s Gospel that 
he  is not  far  from  the kingdom of God. The  scribe  recognizes  that 
the  burnt  offerings  and  sacrifices  of  the  old  Law were meant  to 
teach  Israel  that  it  is  love  that God desires. The animals offered  in 
sacrifice  were  symbols  of  the  self-sacrifice,  the  total  giŌ  of  our-
selves, that God truly wants. Let us tell the Lord we love Him, as we 
do  in  today’s  Psalm.  And  let  us  take His Word  to  heart,  that we 
might  prosper  and  have  life  eternal  in His  kingdom,  the  heavenly 
homeland flowing with milk and honey. - ScoƩ Hahn. 
 
COVID-19 UPDATE:  With the Province of Ontario lifting 
some capacity limits to certain establishments this week, 
this change does not affect our parish churches.  We still 
remain at our capacity limits, depending or social distanc-
ing.  To move to full capacity with no distancing would 
mean that only fully vaccinated people may attend Mass.  
We cannot move to that situation at this time.  We encour-
age everyone to be vaccinated for their safety and the safe-
ty of their families and those around them.  Masks are still 
required to be worn at Mass and hand sanitizing is recom-
mended.  There is no congregational singing and Commun-
ion is to be received in the hand.  Social distancing must 
take place outside of the church also.  Small meetings of up 
to 25 people may take place in parish halls, as long as eve-
ryone is fully vaccinated.  We ask you to continue to follow 
these safety norms as we move slowly out of this pandemic 
time.
