Luke shows that salvation is 
for all people and situated in world events. Therefore, Luke lists the political and religious leaders at 
John's appearance in the desert. Salvation is understood as God's breaking into this political and social 
history. John's preaching of the coming of the Lord is a key theme of the Advent season. As John's 
message prepared the way for Jesus, we too are called to prepare ourselves for Jesus' coming. We 
respond to John's message by repentance and reform of our lives. We are also called to be prophets of 
Christ, who announce the arrival of the Lord by our lives, as John did.

 The Road Home 

Today’s Psalm paints a 

dreamlike scene—a road filled 

with liberated captives head-

ing home to Zion (Jerusalem), 

mouths filled with laughter, 

tongues rejoicing. It’s a glori-

ous picture from Israel’s past, 

a “new exodus,” the deliverance from exile in Babylon. 

It’s being recalled in a moment of obvious uncertainty 

and anxiety.  Remembering “the Lord has done great 

things” in the past, he is making an act of faith and 

hope—that God will come to Israel in its present need, 

that He’ll do even greater things in the future. Our re-

membrance is meant to stir our faith. Each of us, the 

Liturgy teaches, is like Israel in her exile—led into 

captivity by our sinfulness, in need of restoration and 

conversion by the Word of the Holy One. The lessons 

of salvation history should teach us that, as God, 

again and again, delivered Israel in His mercy, He will 

free us from our attachments to sin if we turn to Him in 

repentance. That’s the message of John. But John is 

greater than the prophets. He’s preparing the way not 

only for a new redemption of Israel but for the salva-

tion of “all flesh.” - Scott Hahn
