 A Mother’s Greeting 
In today’s First Reading, God promised 
that an heir of David would reign on his 
throne forever. Jesus is that heir, the One 
the prophets promised would restore the 
scattered tribes of Israel into a new king-
dom.

heaven, He has “come to save us.” Today’s Epistle tells us that 
He is both the Son of David and the only “begotten” Son of God, 
come “in the flesh.”
