The Father’s voice is heard from the bright cloud: This is my Son, the Beloved; listen to him. 
 
In the Gospel, the Father speaks to the three apostles, Peter, James and John and says, “This is my cho-
sen Son, listen to him.” (Luke 9:35) That is what Lent is about, listening to Jesus. Is the Lord asking some-
thing of us this Lent? If so, let us follow the Father’s advice, “This is my chosen Son, listen to him.”  It took 
the apostles a long time to get to know Jesus, and the longer they were with Jesus, the better they got to 
know him. It is the same for us. We also gradually grow in our love for and knowledge of Jesus, and we 
also grow in understanding what Jesus is asking of us. “Father,  open our hearts to the voice of your Word 
and free us from the original darkness that shadows our vision. Take us on the mountain, restore our sight 
that we may look upon your Son and change our hearts.”

 The Glory in Sight 
In today’s Gospel, we go up to the mountain 
with Peter, John, and James. There we see 
Jesus “transfigured,” speaking with Moses and 
Elijah about His “exodus.” The Greek word 
“exodus” means “departure.” But the word is 
chosen deliberately here to stir our remem-
brance of the Israelites’ flight from Egypt. By His death and resur-
rection, Jesus will lead a new Exodus—liberating not only Israel 
but every race and people, not from bondage to Pharaoh, but from 
slavery to sin and death. Moses, the giver of God’s law, and the 
great prophet Elijah were the only Old Testament figures to hear 
the voice and see the glory of God. Jesus fulfills all that Moses 
and the prophets had come to teach and show us about God. He 
is the “chosen One” promised by Isaiah, the “prophet like me” that 
Moses had promised. So far and above that, He is the Son of 
God. “Listen to Him,” the Voice tells us from the cloud. If, like 
Abraham, we put our faith in His words, one day we too will be 
delivered into “the land of the living” that we sing of in today’s 
Psalm. We will share in His resurrection, as Paul promises, our 
lowly bodies glorified like His.               - Scott Hahn 
 
DEVELOPMENT AND PEACE: Madagascar:  an 
ecological village to cope with climate change 
Development and Peace’s And Planet First Campaign 
celebrates what solidarity can achieve, even against 
seemingly impossible odds.  In Madagascar, for in-
stance, Development and Peace’s partner, the Devel-
opment Council of Andohatapenaka (CDA), empow-
ers people to manage and transform their neighbour-
hoods.  In the capital region, which is afflicted by 
flooding and poor waste management, CDA has 
helped the residents of one vulnerable area to turn 
their environs into a thriving ecological village.  Today, 
each of the 50 households involved in the project has 
a vegetable garden, a stove and solar panels.  This 
transformation reflects a true ecological conversion.
