EASTER SUNDAY OF THE RESURRECTION OF THE LORD                                            April 17, 2022

The resurrection of Jesus is the story of the unexpected. On the first day of the week, just as the dawn 
was breaking, Mary Magdalena came to the place where the body of Jesus was laid and discovered that 
the stone had been rolled back, the linen clothes were lying on the ground, and the body of Jesus was 
missing. She hurried to tell Peter and John, who were amazed at what had happened. Up until that mo-
ment, they had failed to understand the teaching of scripture that Christ must rise from the dead. The 
resurrection is hard to grasp, yet it is the central mystery of our redemption. So let’s pray this Easter Day 
with a cheerful voice: Lord, we are your people, open up our hearts and increase the gift of your life 
within us.

 Seeing and Believing 
Jesus is nowhere visible. Yet to-
day’s Gospel tells us that Peter 
and John “saw and believed.” 
What did they see? Burial shrouds 
lying on the floor of an empty tomb. 
Maybe that convinced them that 
He hadn’t been carted off by grave 
robbers, who usually stole the ex-
pensive burial linens and left the 
corpses behind. But notice the repetition of the word 
“tomb”—seven times in nine verses. They saw the empty 
tomb, and they believed what He had promised: that God 
would raise Him on the third day. We are the children of the 
apostolic witnesses. We still gather early in the morning on 
the first day of every week to celebrate this feast of the 
empty tomb and give thanks for “Christ our life,” as today’s 
Epistle calls Him. Baptized into His death and Resurrection, 
we live the heavenly life of the risen Christ, our lives 
“hidden with Christ in God.” We are now His witnesses, too. 
But we testify to things we cannot see but only believe. We 
live in the memory of the Apostles’ witness, like them eating 
and drinking with the risen Lord at the altar. And we wait in 
hope for what the Apostles told us would come—the day 
when we too “will appear with Him in glory.” - Scott Hahn
