The first Church council, the Council of 
Jerusalem we hear about in today’s 
First Reading, decided the shape of 
the Church as we know it and to be a 
worldwide family of God, no longer a 
covenant with just one nation. The 
Church is One, as we see in the First Reading: “the Apos-
tles [bishops] and presbyters [priests], in agreement with 
the whole Church [laity].” The Church is Holy, taught and 
guided by the Spirit that Jesus promises the Apostles in the 
Gospel. The Church is Catholic, or universal, making 
known God’s ways of salvation to all peoples. And we see 
the Spirit guiding the Apostles in all truth. Notice how they 
describe their ruling: “It is the decision of the Holy Spirit and 
us.” Knowing these truths about the Church, our hearts 
should never be troubled. So the Church is the Lord’s body; 
it is watched over and guarded by the Advocate, the Holy 
Spirit sent by the Father in the name of the Son. - Scott
