 The Good News 
The truth of the feast of Ascension 
shines forth from the Letter to the He-
brews, where we read of the great high 
priest’s passing through the heavens, 
the sinless intercessor’s sacrifice on 
our behalf. Indeed, His mediation will 
lead to the Holy Spirit’s descent in fire 
upon the Church. Luke spells out that 
promise in the First Reading: “in a few 
days, you will be baptized with the 
Holy Spirit.” The Ascension is the pre-
liminary feast that directs the Church’s 
attention forward to Pentecost. On that 
day, salvation will be complete, for salvation is not simply expia-
tion for sins, but it is something even greater than that. To live that 
divine life, we must receive the Holy Spirit. To obtain the Holy 

Spirit, we must be purified through Baptism. In the early Church, as 

today, Easter was the normal Ɵme for the bapƟsm of adult converts. 

The  sacrament was oŌen  called  “illuminaƟon” or  “enlightenment” 

because of the light that came with God’s saving grace. In his LeƩer 

to  the Ephesians, Saint Paul  speaks  in  terms of glory  that  leads  to 

greater  treasures  sƟll,  as  Ascension  leads  to  Pentecost:  “May  the 

eyes of your hearts be enlightened,” he writes, as he  looks  to  the 

divinizaƟon of  the believers. This  is  the  “good news”  the Apostles 

are  commissioned  to  spread—to  the whole world,  to  all  naƟons, 

beginning from Jerusalem—at the Ascension. It’s the good news we 

must spread today. ‐ ScoƩ Hahn
