He later travelled to Italy, met 
St. Francis of Assisi and be-
came a Franciscan friar.  He 
was an accomplished biblical 

scholar.  A great preacher and advocate of the 
poor.  St. Anthony died in Padua, Italy.  He was 
only 36 years old.

 TRINITY: A Mystery with Reason 

The mystery of the Holy Trinity is a 
mystery and, as such, cannot be un-
derstood. But that does not make it 
something unreasonable. In Catholic 
doctrine, what is a mystery is inde-
monstrable by reason, but it is not 
irrational; it is not contradictory to rea-
son. Reason leads to the uniqueness 
of God: God is absolute, and logically there cannot be more 
absolutes. Well, the reasonableness of the mystery of the 
Trinity lies in the fact that it does not affirm the existence of 
three gods but of one God who, however, is in three equal 
and distinct Persons. The Creed states, "I believe in one 
God in three equal and distinct Persons, Father, Son and 
Holy Spirit."  Such is the Father, such is the Son, and such 
is the Holy Spirit. Uncreated is the Father, uncreated is the 
Son, uncreated is the Holy Spirit. Omnipotent is the Father, 
omnipotent is the Son, omnipotent is the Holy Spirit; howev-
er, there are not three uncreated, three absolute, three al-
mighty, but one uncreated, one absolute. God and Lord is 
the Father, God and Lord is the Son, God and Lord is the 
Holy Spirit, yet there are not three gods and lords, but one 
God, one Lord.
