Let  us  honor  and  adore  today  the 

"Body of  the  Lord," broken  and  given 

for  the  salvaƟon  of  all  people, made 

food  to sustain our "life  in  the Spirit." 

Jesus mulƟplied  the  loaves  and fishes 

to  feed  the  crowd  that  followed him: 

physical food acts in me even when I do not think about it; 

even when I sleep,  it  is transformed  into flesh, blood, and 

vital energies. So spiritual food is different: it is effecƟve if I 

cooperate with Christ, who wants  to  change my  life  into 

his.  The  Eucharist  is  the  feast  of  faith;  it  sƟmulates  and 

strengthens faith. Our relaƟonship with God is shrouded in 

mystery:  it  takes  great  courage  and  convicƟon  to  say, 

"Here  is the Lord!" If I  look at myself, I always find myself 

small,  imperfect,  sinful,  and  full  of  limitaƟons.  Yet  God 

loves me,  as  he  loves  all  people,  to  the  point  of making 

himself our  food and drink to communicate his divine  life 

to us, to make us  live his  life of  love. The Eucharist  is not 

credible  if  it  remains  a  ritual,  the memory  of  something 

that  happened  two  thousand  years  ago.  Instead,  it  is  a 

"school of  life," a proposal of  love that  involves my whole 

life:  it must make me available to  love my neighbor, even 

to  the point of giving my  life  for others. According  to  the 

example that Jesus leŌ us.
