 DO YOU LIKE TO PRAY? 

The  Church  teaches  us  what  prayer 

means and how we should pray, thanks 

to  the biblical  readings. The account of 

Abraham's intercession on behalf of the 

depraved ciƟes of Sodom and Gomorrah 

(Gen 18:20‐32: 1st  reading)  shows  that 

God's chasƟsements are not  the conse‐

quence  of  irrevocable  predesƟnaƟon. 

The mediaƟon of men who know God's love is capable of awak‐

ening his mercy. St. Luke gives us a series of teachings from Jesus 

on how one  should pray.  Jesus first  invites people  to pray,  for 

any  request, with  confidence  and  assures  each person  that  all 

sincere prayers will be answered, "Whoever asks obtains; who‐

ever seeks finds, and it will be opened to him who knocks." Then 

Jesus  says  that  an  earthly  father  only  gives  his  children  good 

things and does not want to deceive them. How could God, the 

best of fathers, send us something bad when his children ask him 

for help? The parable of the man who solicits his friend is based 

on the rule of revival: if an earthly friend is not able to send away 

the one who has come to pray to him, even if he asks for his help 

in the worst circumstances, all the more reason God‐who  is our 

best  friend‐will answer our prayers! Especially since we  for him 

are never importunate. All this finds its most convincing expres‐

sion in the prayer that the Lord teaches his disciples. If we have 

made God's concern our own: namely,  that his name  is known 

and  recognized and  that his kingdom comes  into  the world, he 

will make our concerns his own. Therefore,  the Lord's prayer  is 

the summary of the whole gospel. And that is why it is the foun‐

daƟon and heart of all human prayer.
