Hearing the Gospel of this Sunday's liturgy speak of "fire thrown on the earth" in the middle of summer almost 
seems like an ironic choice on the part of the Church. With heat waves becoming increasingly muggy and 
annoying, even the Gospel is in danger of sounding annoying to us! The heat of the fire that Jesus came to 
bring to earth is more like the heat of love than physical and meteorological heat. Jesus does not want to 
raise the temperature of the air but that of the heart, that of faith. Jesus wants disciples warmed by the Gos-
pel and eager for it to move their lives and the lives of the world around them.

OUR WAY AND GOD'S WAY  

We feel attached to those 
who are dear to us and have 
great duties to those close to 
us, which is important. But no 
one is closer to us than God; 
no one is more precious. In a 
shocking, spectacular way, 
Jesus tells us that all our rela-
tionships must be purified, no 
matter how close and inti-
mate. They must be meas-
ured against God and his pur-
poses. This is a very stern statement. In us, the attach-
ment to the security given by "human" love is so strong 
that we can easily refuse to give everything to the Lord 
so that he may purify it. So we are tempted to say, "Lord, 
you can take everything -- except this and that." So there 
are some things, some affections, that we want to live in 
our way, not according to God's way. Once we leave our 
relationships' governance and love to the Lord, we re-
ceive the foundation of true peace. The Lord's peace is 
not the peace the world gives; it is made up of for-
giveness, justice, love and friendship. Peace is not mere-
ly the absence of conflict, just as it is not an immoral 
compromise. True peace consists in standing with others 
before God, purified and liberated by the truth and mercy 
of divine  judgment.
