World Day of the Sick every year on February 11 
 

In today's Gospel, the man with leprosy took the initiative, approaching Jesus and asking for healing. In doing so, 
the leper violated the religious customs of the day by approaching a clean person. His request to Jesus can be in-
terpreted as a courageous and daring act. The confidence of the leper in Jesus' ability to heal him is evident in the 
words of his request. While healing the man, Jesus touched him, which also violated established social norms. This 
is an important sign of the depth of Jesus' compassion for the man and an important statement about Jesus' inter-
pretation of the Law of Moses.
