Glory to the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit:  
to God who is, who was, and who is to come.  

 
Right from the earliest times, 
the disciples had a glimpse of 
the mystery of this Triune 
love which they encountered 
in Jesus. This is not the belief 
in some strange divine three-
some on a remote planet. It is 
the love which transfigures 
our own loving. All our every-
day ordinary loving is marked 
with this mystery. It is a love 
which lifts us into equality, as 

the Father, Son and Holy Spirit are equal. Its grace frees 
us from domination and manipulation. It is a fertile love, 
overflowing beyond itself. It draws us into unity with each 
other and with God, overthrowing divisions between na-
tions, saints and sinners, the living and the dead. Our love 
is pregnant with the prayer of Jesus, addressed to his Fa-
ther and ours, ‘that they may be one even as we are one, I 
in them and thou in me, that they may become perfectly 
one.’ (John 17.22f)
