Christmas. Advent is a 
time of preparation for the 
coming of the Lord.

tral elements of our faith: the final coming of the Lord in 
glory and the incarnation of the Lord in the birth of Jesus. 
The key themes of the Advent season are watchful wait-
ing, preparation, and justice. Through prayer, however, 
we find strength and consolation in Jesus' words and in 
his continuing presence with us to endure all things and 
to witness to the loving action of God in our world.
