Prayer and Justice 
Christ defines himself before a 
world divided into two: that of the 
godless and heartless oppressors 
and that of the oppressed without 
protection. He discovers a sin: so-
cial sin, stronger than ever, as old 
as man, and he analyzes it in depth 
in the naiveté of a parable from which he draws a 
twofold lesson. That of the clamour that goes up to 
God crying out irritating injustice in a confident and 
resentment-free prayer, tenaciously serene and un-
discouraged, with the assurance that it will be heard 
by a judge who becomes the Father of orphans and 
the comforter of widows. On the other hand, Jesus 
himself takes a stand, turning as a transforming force 
of man on this earth desolate of all pity, using the per-
sonal response of his suffering, agonizing, in a 
shameful, defenseless, and blameless judgment. He 
is not heard either but surrenders blindly to his Fa-
ther, who obtains deliverance for all from his cross.
