DO YOU BELIEVE IN THE RESURRECTION? 
 
After the Pharisees and scribes, new 
opponents of Jesus appeared: the 
Sadducees. They denied the resurrec-
tion as a pure human chimera and 
adopted a different strategy of struggle 
against Jesus. The Sadducees feared 
that the influx of crowds to Jesus might 
turn into political agitation that the Ro-
mans would brutally suppress. There-
fore, they aimed to limit Jesus' influence in public life. So, 
to this end, they told a story of their invention about the 
seven brothers and the wife of the eldest among them, 
thus promising to ridicule Jesus and the belief in the res-
urrection. In reality, the mockery was directed against Je-
sus' opponents. For he shows that the future world is not 
an extension of this one; he claims that death will be con-
quered and that those who are resurrected will have a 
share in the life of God and will no longer be subject to 
the biological laws of this world.
