THE CRUCIFIED KING 
 
The members of the Sanhedrin, who had 
handed Jesus over to Pilate and the sol-
diers who were to crucify him, thought 
they had gotten rid of a dangerous man. 
Now, they stand at the foot of the cross 
and mock him, calling him Messiah, God's 
chosen King. But Jesus, as Messiah and 
King, fulfilled the eternal plan of salvation. Now, on the 
tree of the cross, Christ saves humanity. Jesus could 
have come down from the cross and saved himself, but 
he did not, for otherwise, he would not have held us. 
One of the two thieves crucified at his side confesses 
his sins and encourages the other to do the same, but, 
most importantly, he professes his faith: Jesus is King! 
The crucified King solemnly assures him, "Today you 
will be with me in paradise." Adam had closed the 
gates of paradise to everyone; Jesus, the victor over 
sin and death, opens the gates of heaven even to the 
greatest sinners, provided they are converted even at 
the moment of their death.

Let’s listen to the voices of our brothers and sis-
ters fighting for their right to a healthy environ-
ment World leaders have gathered for the 26th UN Cli-
mate Change Conference of the Parties (COP26).

I ask the international 
community to come to our aid, because we 
are really suffering from this situation.” So that people like 
Medarda do not go unheard, let’s make Canadian com-
panies operating abroad responsible for protecting hu-
man and environmental rights.
