The Church invites us to enter into the 
liturgical year with power. It is a mat-
ter of abandoning the grind, habits, 
and customs of converting and starting 
anew. Beyond the joyous tidings of the 
Gospel announcing God's redemptive 
coming, there is the danger faced by 
disciples of all ages. If one does not 
wait for God's judgment every day, one does not delay 
living as if there is no judgment. In the face of such a 
threat, no one can take "other people's" lifestyle as an 
excuse: no one can entrench himself behind others to 
escape the danger of being forgotten by the Lord. Salva-
tion and judgment are akin to one another, shaking us 
during our lives. Man himself has his own salvation or 
perdition in his own hands. That is why, as so often in 
the Gospel, this passage ends with a call to vigilance
