DO WE KNOW WHAT WE WANT? 
The answer to the question 
posed by John's disciples is not 
without equivocation. Yet a 
glance at the earlier chapters of 
St. Matthew's Gospel shows well 
that the long list of healings and 
miracles was not drawn up at 
random. Jesus' words recall the 
words of a prophet. It must become manifest that in 
Jesus' past hopes are fulfilled even though many 
things remain unfulfilled. Not all the sick have been 
healed, not everything has become good. Jesus 
asks what the disciples who came to see want. Well-
dressed people are found everywhere. Yet people 
followed Jesus as they would children dancing in the 
marketplace not caring who plays the flute. Men of-
ten do not know what they want. They run after any-
one who promises them sensationalism.
