Mary Mother of God and 
our Mother. 
The gospel passage tells us 
about an episode in the life 
of a Jewish family. This is a 
socially marginalized family. 
Yet the child is God, and the 
young woman has conceived 
and given birth to him in vir-
ginity. Some shepherds rush, in response to a 
message from heaven, to acknowledge and glo-
rify him in their way. Why does Our Lady in-
spire such humanity? Perhaps because she is, as 
the Orthodox say, an icon (= image) of God? 
Mary was called the mother of God, 
"theotokos," and this helped calm intellectual 
disputes. This appellation is especially dear to 
Eastern Christians, to our brothers and sisters in 
the Orthodox world. Let us begin the year in 
the sign of this great mystery that is also a dec-
laration of peace for the whole world. Let us 
then seek to deepen our devotion to Mary, 
Mother of God, and our mother in this new 
Year 2023.
