A star guided the Magi to 
Bethlehem so that there 
they might discover "the 
King of the Jews who was 
born" and worship him. Mat-
thew adds in his Gospel, 
"When they entered the 
house, they saw the child 
with Mary his mother, and 
prostrating themselves they 
adored him."  The journey 
from the East, the search, the star that appeared to 
the Magi, the sight of the Savior and his adoration 
constitute the stages that peoples and individuals 
were to travel in their journey to meet the Savior. In 
order for them to experience the joy of seeing 
Christ, worshiping him and offering him their gifts, 
the Magi passed through situations in which they 
always had to ask, always had to follow the sign 
sent to them by God. Steadfastness, constancy, 
especially in faith, is impossible without sacrifice, 
but this is where the unspeakable joy of contem-
plating God revealing Himself to us comes from, as 
well as the joy of giving or giving oneself to God. 
"On seeing the star, they experienced great joy." 
We can see the star, in the signs of the times, in 
the wise words and good advice that together con-
stitute the answer to our questions about salvation 
and the Savior. Let us rejoice, too, that God, the 
Christ, the Savior King is with us and can be found.
