us in the Bible does not reign, 
indifferent to human suffering, 
in blissful remoteness. He is 
a God who, on the contrary, 
takes all this suffering to 
heart. The news of God be-
coming a man in Jesus does 
not leave us stunned: God 
comes to the heart of our 
lives, lets himself be touched by our human suffer-
ing, asks our questions with us, and becomes filled 
with our despair: "My God, why have you forsaken 
me?" (Mk. 15:34). John the Baptist says of Jesus, 
"Behold the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of 
the world." Here is this God who allows himself to be 
moved by the suffering of this earth. It is in this that 
our Christian faith differs from any other religion. Je-
sus on the cross - God amid human suffering: this 
news is an incredible consolation for us. He is close 
to my pain, he understands me, and he knows how I 
feel. This news implies at the same time an uncom-
fortable existence: committed to those in our world 
who are sinking, who is shipwrecked in anonymity, 
who are tortured, who are murdered, who are starv-
ing or wasting away... They are all your brothers and 
sisters!
