The Third Sunday of Ordi-
nary Time is dedicated to 
the celebration, reflection 
and unity of the Word of 
God among Christians. 
The evangelist Matthew 
tells us what Jesus is for 
our world: light. In our 
lives, we often see dark-
ness, resistance, difficul-
ties, and unresolved problems ... It is among all 
these distressing experiences that the good word 
reaches us. He has sent Jesus to share our sor-
rows with us and bring light to them. The value 
of our life is not based on what we do or the con-
sideration or influence we acquire. It takes all its 
value because God looks at us, and turns toward 
us, unconditionally. His light penetrates our deep-
est darkness, even where we feel radically put 
off. It is Him, and the light he distributes to us. 
His light penetrates our deepest darkness. We can 
trust it precisely when we feel the limitations of 
our life when it weighs us down and its meaning 
seems to elude us. The immense people in dark-
ness saw a bright light!
