Blessed are those who walk in the law of the Lord. 

Jesus tells us in the Gospel this week that he has come not to abolish but to “fulfill” the Law 
of Moses and the teachings of the prophets. His Gospel reveals the deeper meaning and 
purpose of the Ten Commandments and the moral Law of the Old Testament. But his Gos-
pel also transcends the Law. The law of the New Covenant is a law that God writes on the 
heart. The heart is the seat of our motivations, the place from which our words and actions 
proceed. Jesus calls us to train our hearts, to master our passions and emotions.  He calls 
us to love God with all our hearts and to do his will from the heart.

The Christian fulfills the law when ... 
The religious ideal of devout 
Jews consisted of keeping the 
law, through which God's will 
was realized. Meditating, and 
fulfilling the law, was the im-
portant thing for the Israelites. 
Jesus is the fullness of the law 
because he is the ultimate 
word of the Father. Paul tells 
us that "he who loves his fellow 
man has fulfilled the law ... Full 
fulfillment of the law is love." The Christian is 
first and foremost the disciple of Jesus. Love 
is not first and foremost a widespread feeling 
to always do what we feel like, but on the 
contrary the driving force of service to one's 
neighbor, according to divine designs. The 
contrast with the criteria that govern today's 
world could not be greater. For what values 
do Christians and we today pay attention? 
Once again we are comforted by Christ's 
statement, "Heaven and earth will pass 
away, but my words will not pass away" (Mt. 
24:35).
